Using	the	best	available	data	coming	from	Geospatial	Multi-Agency	Coordination	and	from
the	agencies	and	first	responders	on	the	ground,	this	map	allows	anyone	to	search	a
specific	address	to	see	where	it	falls	in	relation	to	the	fire	perimeters	for	wildfires	burning
across	the	United	States.	Coupled	with	up	to	date	satellite	imagery	from	Digital	Globe	as
part	of	their	Open	Data	Program,	this	tool	can	provide	valuable	information	to	help	those
affected	by	fires	get	information	about	their	family,	friends,	homes,	and	businesses.
